I am delighted to announce that on Friday the parish purchased the above house as the new presbytery. I took possession of the house at 3.00pm; it was blessed and dedicated to Our Blessed Lady. The house, Gothic in style - small and compact – is more than adequate for one priest (Now that the office is moving to the Church), with room for visiting clergy. The cost of purchasing the house, £400,000, was loaned to the parish by the diocese; this does mean that the parish is now in debt and must repay the debt with interest (in this life). This of course means that the current presbytery, two adjoined Edwardian houses (ten bed-roomed on just under ¼ of an acre), can be marketed in the not too distant future.





As you know, the purchase of the new presbytery is an interim measure until we can extend Alexander House and incorporate a priest’s flat – I still believe that our aim must be to have the priest living next to the Church. Apart from the pastoral & spiritual benefits, the cost of maintaining different sites is an unnecessary drain on parish financial resources and is unviable.

As you will have noticed, there is now a new parish sign giving all the basic parish information to the passer-by. The sign was installed and blessed last Friday in the presence of Fr. Dominic & and a couple of parishioners.





The image of St. Raphael is a reproduction of the stained glass window in the Church. The vine, representing Christ & His Church, of which we are a part; also indicates that as a community our unity comes from and tends towards the Eucharist. Our unity with the diocese (Archdiocese of Southwark) and the universal Church is through our Diocesan Bishop, Archbishop Kevin, who, as a member of the college of Bishops, is in communion with the head of the college, the successor of St. Peter, Pope John Paul II (ubi Petrus ibi Ecclesia – where Peter is there is the Church). The Greek monogram reads Jesus Christ Victor, an ancient reminder that Christ is victorious over all things even death (This same inscription is found in Latin in the coat of arms over the organ). The M, a medieval symbol for our Blessed Lady, not only reminds us of the importance of Our Lady in salvation history but also of the enduring presence of the Church in spite of dungeon, fire & sword. 


The colour of the sign is terracotta, an earthy colour matching the slates but also reminding us that we are called to be salt of the earth and a light to the world. The purpose of the sign should assist the parish in her mission of evangelisation – incarnating the Word in our age and in every situation. The cost of the sign was £1200.
