After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.

A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, the soul of one who dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

Friday is the feast of St George, Protector of England and Patron                                                     of Our Cathedral (Southwark). He was born in Cappodocia 


around the year 303 of Christian parents. His father suffered a martyr’s death and his mother then fled to Israel with him. He was cruelly tortured and then martyred by the emperor Diocletian. 


He is usually depicted slaying the legendary dragon, however the origins of this story are long since lost in time. His Red and white banner has for over a thousand years been the English Flag, (‘The Cross of St George’) and forms part of the United Kingdom’s Flag ‘The Union Jack.
