claremont hall





I should like to propose to the parish that we change the usage of the Claremont Hall. The hall is currently used by a few non-parish groups. The parish use of the hall is minimal – at most 3 times a year. At present, the upkeep of the hall is heavily subsidised by the parish resulting in what should be an asset being in fact a liability. The cost of maintenance coupled with essential repairs (in the region of £150,000) is, I believe, an unreasonable drain on parish resources. For this reason I propose that we turn the Claremont Hall into our parish chaplaincy to Kingston University. By incorporating a second floor into the existing building it would be possible to provide accommodation for up to 10 students as well as a Catholic center where other Catholic students could gather and be supported. The University is very much at the heart of our parish and should be seen as a forum for evangelization and renewal. The center would be self-financing and would provide an income for the parish. 





the small hall next to the church





I propose that we rename the hall next to the Church from ‘The small hall next to the Church’ to ‘Alexander House’ in honour of our illustrious founder Alexander Raphael. My hope is to extend the rear of the hall in order to provide a more appropriately sized parish hall together with parish offices,  catechetical rooms, shop, toilets, library etc. Above the current hall and part of the extension I would like to build a priest’s flat, enabling the priest to live on-site next to the Church. The height of the extension and the flat would not exceed the height of the current hall and would not alter the frontage. 





car park





It seems unlikely that the council will grant planning permission for a car park in the front grounds of the Church. What they may grant is a few spaces for disabled access and one for the priest living on-site. While this is disappointing, I shall proceed with a planning application.





interim presbytery





In order to free up the current presbytery site, which will be sold for development with planning permission, I have been actively seeking a smaller house in which to live until the new priest’s flat has been built. We have had a number of set backs over the year with vendors pulling out of sales at the last minute. We are now in the final stages of purchasing a house so please say a prayer that it all goes through. This and other works are only possible because the Archbishop has agreed to lend the parish the money. It all has to be payed back with interest! 





the church





The Church was originally built as a private chapel. As a result everything is on a smaller scale to most parish Churches. The sanctuary is particularly small, with most of the liturgical space being taken up by the wooden altar - which was added to facilitate the new Mass. What I would like to do is to remove the wooden altar and somehow utilize the marble high altar. Essentially there are two ways this can be done. Either the priest celebrates with his back to the people facing East as in the old rite or the altar is moved slightly forward and the gradine moved against the wall creating a space for the priest to stand behind the altar and face the people. The space created in the sanctuary would then be big enough for weddings or coffins etc. It would also be necessary to widen the entrance into the sanctuary by effectively creating two gates in the altar rails as opposed to one.


	We are very blessed in having one of the most beautiful marble baptismal fonts in the diocese. Unfortunately the font is inaccessible. For many years, baptisms have been performed using a portable font. I think the marble font should be used and placed in a more appropriate and accessible place. There are different possibilities. The font could be moved to where the confessional is and the confessional at the back of the Church could be re-opened. Or the font could be moved to the entrance of the Church between the two holy water stoops.





In The small hall next to the Church I have put up some plans and ideas about the building work. If you have any comments on the above please do not hesitate to speak either to me or to one of the parish councillors. Concerning the Church there are no plans to do anything at present. I am simply sharing ideas and looking forward to your charitable feedback.
