St Joseph’s is one of the most important saints of the Church. He was the true husband of Mary and Our Lord’s foster farther. St Luke tells us in his gospel that Jesus was ‘Subject’ to him’. However, apart from this and the few other mentions of St Joseph in the early chapters of the gospels, little is known about him. We do know that he was a descendant of King David and this fulfilled the prophecy that the Messiah would be ‘Born of David’s House and Line’ 


He faithfully fulfilled the highest trust that was placed upon him, that of guarding, and protecting God’s greatest treasures on earth, Jesus and Mary.


 It was because of this he was declared Patron of the Universal Church by Pope Pius 1X in 1870. Pope Pius X11 declared him Patron of Workers and instituted a second feast day for him on the 1st May ‘St Joseph the Worker’. He is also the Patron of Fathers and the Guardian of Families. Pope John XX111 added his name to list of saints mentioned in the Canon of the Mass in 1962.

On Thursday we celebrate the great feast of the Annunciation of Our Lord. This commemorates the great moment when it was announced to Our Lady that she was to become the Mother of God. St Luke tells us in his Gospel “The Angel Gabriel was sent by God to a town in Galilee called Nazareth, to a virgin espoused to a man name Joseph of the house of David and the Virgins name was Mary. The angel said unto Mary, Hail Mary, full of grace, the lord is with you, do not be afraid you shall conceive and bear a son and you shall name him Jesus, he shall be great and be called The Son of the Most High and the Lord shall give him the throne of his ancestor David. He shall reign for ever and his kingdom will have no end.”


Mary’s faith was such that, unlike Zachary, she did not doubt for one moment the truth of the angel’s message or question the reason why Almighty God had chosen her for this task. She simply asked how this was to happen and submitted herself to the will of God, “I am the handmaid of the Lord, let what you have said be done unto me.” This reply sums up Our lady’s whole life on earth, total trust and perfect faith. The last words of Our Lady quoted in the gospels are from the Marriage Feast at Cana, 


“Do what ever He (Jesus) tells you.”
