St Joseph’s is one of the most important saints of the Church. He was the true husband of Mary and Our Lord’s foster farther. St Luke tells us in his gospel that Jesus was ‘Subject’ to him’. However, apart from this and the few other mentions of St Joseph in the early chapters of the gospels, little is known about him. We do know that he was a descendant of King David and this fulfilled the prophecy that the Messiah would be ‘Born of David’s House and Line’ 


He faithfully fulfilled the highest trust that was placed upon him, that of guarding, and protecting God’s greatest treasures on earth, Jesus and Mary.


 It was because of this he was declared Patron of the Universal Church by Pope Pius 1X in 1870. Pope Pius X11 declared him Patron of Workers and instituted a second feast day for him on the 1st May ‘St Joseph the Worker’. He is also the Patron of Fathers and the Guardian of Families. Pope John XX111 added his name to list of saints mentioned in the Canon of the Mass in 1962.

Today is Passion Sunday and it marks the start of the final lead up to Holy Week and Easter. The Church marks this time by veiling the crucifixes and other holy images in the church. This custom goes back many hundreds of years and it is believed to have come about because the passage of St John’s gospel that was traditionally read on this Sunday, concluded with the words, “..but Jesus hid himself and went out of the Temple” (John 8,46-59). The crucifixes remain covered until the Solemn Liturgy on Good Friday, when they are unveiled and venerated. 





Next Sunday is Palm Sunday when we mark Our Lords triumphal entry into Jerusalem and the start of Holy Week. The 9.30 Mass will start with a procession from the back lawn of the Church. Palms will also be blessed and the Passion read at the other two masses.
