requesting masses


If you want a Mass to be offered on a particular day please remember to book in advance. While this does not guarantee that the Mass will be offered on that day, (a Requiem Mass would always take precedence, for example) it does mean, all things being equal, the Mass will be offered on the specified day. Bookings have already been received up to and including December 2004!


The most important thing is that once you have filled in one of the envelopes and handed it in, the Mass will be offered. Do not get too concerned about a particular date – the purpose of the Mass is to assist the living or the dead it is not a remembrance service.


The offering enclosed in the envelope is to assist the priest for the day. The average offering is £10 the minimum is £5, those who do not have sufficient funds should never hesitate in speaking to a priest.


If a parish receives more Masses than can be celebrated these, together with the offerings, are sent off to the missions and monasteries where they will be celebrated.
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On Saturday 10 January 2004 the World Youth Day Cross used by Our Holy Father will arrive at Our Cathedral, 


St. George’s, at 1.00pm. At 3.30pm there will be a procession of thousands of people to Westminster Cathedral where the bishop will receive the cross and celebrate Mass. This will be an amazing experience as we demonstrate to London the Faith of Catholics and unity with Our Holy Father. I do hope that a large group will be able to attend.
