23rd – 30th October 2010


This year’s parish pilgrimage will be to Spain and will visit the important shrines connected with the two great Carmelite Saints, St. Teresa of Avila and St. John of the Cross. We fly to the beautiful ancient city of Valladolid, which will be our base for the week. There we will visit the English College of St. Alban, which for centuries has been a seminary for the training of English priests and where a number of students from our diocese are currently studying. 


From there we will visit Avila the Birthplace of St. Teresa, here we will see the various places associated with her life including the convent she founded. 


We also visit Segovia and Fontiveros the main places associated with St. John of the Cross.


The cost of the trip is £839 which includes flights, transfers to and from St. Raphael’s to Gatwick, 7 nights half board accommodation in twin bedded rooms.
