On 11th February 1858 an unknown girl in a remote French village claimed to have seen a “beautiful lady” while collecting firewood from a grotto in the village refuse area. Amidst increasing interest in the girl, Bernadette Soubirous continued to receive apparitions from the lady who revealed herself as the “Immaculate Conception”, with a message of prayer and penance for the world, asking to have a chapel built there and calling the faithful to come in procession and to wash and drink at the spring. Today some 5 million people from 130 countries around the world respond to this call. Every pilgrim who returns from Lourdes does so renewed and refreshed, and changed in some way.

Today we begin the lead up to Holy Week and Easter. To Mark this crucifixes and other images in the Church are veiled and will remain so until Easter. The symbolism of this is very ancient and it is believed to be in response to the Gospel passage traditionally read on this day which ended with the phrase ‘….but Jesus hid himself and went out of the Temple.


Nowadays it is a reminder to us that Holy Week is almost upon us and we must make that final effort do something to prepare ourselves for Easter.





Next Sunday is Palm Sunday. Palms will be blessed at all three Masses, the 9.30am Mass will begin with a procession from Alexander House.
