After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

On Monday I received a visit from two representatives from Kingston council: Robert Parsey (cycling Officer

The gentlemen informed me that since the introduction of Sunday trading, the traffic congestion on the Portsmouth Road has reached sufficient proportions to necessitate new parking restrictions. While this is still at the discussion stage I sense that in their mind the restrictions are inevitable. What they are considering is no parking whatsoever between 7am and 7pm. As you will appreciate, this could be disastrous for our parish, especially for the elderly and disabled and those who have to come by car. They may allow disabled parking but they are not keen. I suggested an experimental period during which the restriction was placed on the river side of Portsmouth road. This would stop the build-up of traffic and have no negative repercussions for parishioners. They would not countenance such a proposal! It is essential that we speak to our local MP and councillors now. I would recommend that parishioners write and send a copy of their letter to the parish office.





There is a problem with traffic, but what is being proposed is not the solution. Such restrictions would also have a devastating affect on our proposed community centre which we hope to build behind Alexander House. The parish does so much for the local community and is attempting to do more. We must fight this proposal and hold to account our elected representatives.
