This week we celebrate the feast of the Martyrs of England and Wales a group of men, women, religious, priests, and lay people who laid down their lives for our Catholic Faith. Some of the common "crimes" of these people were being priests, harbouring priests, or refusing to take the Oath of Supremacy. 


One of this group was St Margaret Clitherow called the "Pearl of York", She was a married women who lived in the Shambles, a street still unaltered in York today. She converted to the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/05752c.htm" �Faith� and became most fervent, continually risking her life by harbouring � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12406a.htm" �priests�, she was frequently � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12430a.htm" �imprisoned�, sometimes for two years at a � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/14726a.htm" �time�, never daunted, she was a model of all � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/15472a.htm" �virtues�. Though her husband was a protestant he had a brother a � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12406a.htm" �priest�. Margaret provided two rooms, one adjoining her house and a second in another part of the city, where she kept � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12406a.htm" �priests� hidden and had Mass continually celebrated through the thick of the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/11703a.htm" �persecution�. Some of her � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12406a.htm" �priests� were � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/09736b.htm" �martyred�, and Margaret who desired the same grace above all things, used to make secret � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12085a.htm" �pilgrimages� by night to York Tyburn to � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12345b.htm" �pray� beneath the gibbet for this � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08069b.htm" �intention�. Finally arrested on 10 March, 1586, she was committed for trial and was charged that she had harboured � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12406a.htm" �priests� and heard Mass. She refused to plead, since the only � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/15677a.htm" �witnesses� against her would be her own little children and servants, whom she could not bear to involve in the guilt of her death. She was condemned to be pressed to death. "� HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/06608a.htm" �God� be thanked, I am not worthy of so good a death as this", she said. Although she was probably with child, this horrible � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/13720b.htm" �sentence� was carried out on Lady Day, 1586. She had endured an agony of � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/06021a.htm" �fear� the previous night, but was now calm, � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/07131b.htm" �joyous�, and smiling. She walked barefooted to the place of execution, for she had sent her shoes to her daughter Anne, in token that she should follow in her steps. She had been tormented by the protestant � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/10326a.htm" �ministers� and even now was urged to confess her crimes. "No, no, Mr. Sheriff, I die for the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/09397a.htm" �love� of my Lord Jesus", she answered. She was laid on the ground, a sharp stone was placed beneath her back, her hands stretched out in the form of a cross and bound to two posts. Then a door was placed upon her, which was weighted down till she was crushed to death. Her last words during an agony of fifteen minutes, were "Jesu! Jesu! Jesu! have mercy on me!" Her right hand is preserved at St. Mary's � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/04340c.htm" �Convent�, � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/15733b.htm" �York�, but the resting-place of her sacred body is not known. Tradition has it that the remains of St. James the Apostle were washed up on the coast of northern Spain, hidden and later discovered at a place indicated by a star, hence the name Santiago de Compostela which means Saint James of the field of the star. The truth of the legend no longer seems important as the witness of thousands upon thousands of pilgrims over many hundreds of years have awarded their own validation. In fact during the middle-ages Santiago was second only to the Holy Land as a pilgrimage destination.


Our pilgrimage will include visits to the city of Lugo where St Francis founded a monastery, with it’s beautiful cathedral. We also visit Finisterre –‘The end of the Earth’ stopping at the town of Noia on route named after Noah and where his dove is said to have landed. 


The highlight of our journey undoubtedly will be our visit to the magnificent cathedral of St James in Santiago where we shall be able to climb up behind the High Altar and venerate his precious relics, then attend the Pilgrim’s Mass in the Cathedral and hopefully see the famous Botafumeiro (a huge thurible) being swung from the ceiling, across the Cathedral.
