After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

 The Mental Capacity Bill


A Final Push to keep this important Bill on course and stop Euthanasia.





During the week of April 4th, when the House of Commons resumes after the Easter recess the Mental Capacity Bill will return for its final stages. Although significant improvements have been made, Archbishop Peter Smith, along with the Anglican Bishop of Winchester and the All-Party pro-life parliamentarians in the Commons and Lords, still believe that the Bill is defective. The Government’s failure to close a loophole will allow prescribing for suicidally motivated Advanced Directives, which will open the way for euthanasia.
