If you use Gift Aid envelopes for your weekly offertory collection, please take your new box of envelopes from the table at the back of the Church.





If you have not already done so and you are a UK Tax payer, why not complete a Gift Aid Form, they are available in the Church Porch.





There is no simpler or painless way to support your Parish.





  - You do not have to Give a fixed sum of money each week, you can give as much or as little as often as you like.





  -You do not have to complete any other paperwork or contact your Tax Office to reclaim the Tax, the diocese handles this part of the processes. Once you have completed the form you need not do anything further.





  - You will be given a set of envelopes; you simply place your weekly offertory in the envelope and place it in the collection in the normal way.





  - Your personal details are kept completely confidential and anonymous. Those counting the collection have no details as to who the donor is as the envelopes are marked only with an anonymous number.

Monday is the Feast of St Joseph the Worker. To mark this, Archbishop McDonald will join the Cardinal and the Bishop of Brentwood for a special Mass for Migrant Workers at Westminster Cathedral at 9.45am.











  St. Athanasius, 





a great champion of the Faith was born at Alexandria in 296. In 315 he went into the desert and there spent time in retreat with St. Anthony of Egypt. On his return he became a priest.  


He was called upon by his bishop to take an active part against the rising heresy of Arius, an ambitious priest of the Alexandrian Church who denied the Divinity of Christ. This was to be the life struggle of St. Athanasius. 





In 325, he assisted his Bishop at the Council of Nicaea, where his influence began to be felt. Five months later Alexander died. On his death bed he recommended St. Athanasius as his successor. In consequence of this, Athanasius was unanimously elected Patriarch in 326. 





His refusal to tolerate the Arian heresy was the cause of many trials and persecutions for St. Athanasius. He spent seventeen of the forty-six years of his episcopate in exile. After a life of virtue and suffering, this champion of the Catholic Faith, who was the greatest man of his time, died in peace on May 2, 373.
