After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

St Teresa Benedicta of the Cross – Edith Stein





This Week the Church gives us the example of a great martyr of the Second World War,  who perished in the horrors of the Auschwitz Concentration Camp.





Edith Stein was born in present day Poland in 1891. She was brought up as a strict Jew. At the age of 13 she declared herself an atheist. However in 1920 she happened to read the life of St Teresa of Avila and announced ‘I have found the truth!’ On New Year’s Day in 1922 she was received into the Church and took the name Teresa. In October 1933 she became a Carmelite nun taking the name Sr. Teresa Benedicta of the Cross. On the 2nd August 1942 she was arrested by the S.S. and deported to Auschwitz with other ‘Non-Aryan Christians’, there with countless others she died on the 9th August 1942. Pope John-Paul ll canonised her on the 11th October 1989 and declared her one of the patrons of Europe.
