The year for Priests

On Tuesday we celebrate the feast of St. John Vianney, the Curé  of Ars who died 150 years ago this year. He is the Patron Saint of Parish Clergy and the special patron for the ‘Year of Priests’   





A man with vision overcomes obstacles and performs deeds that seem impossible. Such a man was the Curé of Ars. He was the son of a poor French Farmer who did not go to school until he was 20 years old. He was described as ‘The most unlearned seminarian of Lyon but also the most devout.’ It was only his constant persistence that finally made his bishop ordain him a priest at the age of 31 in 1815.





Situations calling for “impossible” deeds followed him everywhere. Two years after his ordination he was sent to the remote country parish of Ars. As he approached the village and the church came into sight, he knelt down on the road and prayed for conversion of his parish. From that day until his death he worked tirelessly for the souls of Ars. 


He found his flock in a state of neglect and indifference, so he proceeded to sacrifice himself for them. He fasted and did penance for those who did neither and since they would not come to him, he went out to them in the streets and fields and talked to them and gradually by his example of holiness, brought them back to God and the faith.


In time hundreds of thousands of people, from Cardinals and Archbishops to the very poorest came to him for help and advice, queuing in the church for days on end to see him and make their confession. He spent an average of sixteen hours a day hearing confessions. 


At one stage he was presented with a civil award but he turned it down saying “Were I, when I die, to appear before the throne of God with such a thing, he might say to me Be gone you have had your reward!”





Worn out he finally died in 1859. Pope St. Pius X beatified him in 1905. He had a great devotion to him and had a statue of him on his desk. Pope Pius XI canonised him in 1925 and made him patron of Parish Clergy. 





Indifference towards religion, coupled with a love for material comfort, seem to be common signs of our times. A person from another planet observing us would not likely judge us to be a pilgrim people, on our way to somewhere else. John Vianney, on the other hand, was a man on a journey with his goal before him at all times.





“Private prayer is like straw scattered about: if you set it on fire it makes a lot of little flames, but if these straws be gathered into a bundle and lit, you get a mighty fire blazing in the sky.

Today the Portiuncula Indulgence may be obtained by visiting a Church and praying an Our Father, the Creed and another prayer of one’s choice. Three conditions must also be fulfilled: reception of the sacraments of Penance and Eucharist, as well as prayer for the intention of the Holy Father, which must all happen within several days (7 either side) of the visit to the Church. The Indulgence can be applied to the Holy Souls in Purgatory.
