After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

SAINT ROSE of LIMA�


The first canonised Saint of the New World, was born at Lima, Peru, in 1586. She was christened Isabel, but because of her beauty as a child she was always known as Rose. As an infant her silence during a painful surgical operation seemed to foretell the thirst for suffering which would consume her heart.





At an early age she worked as a servant to support her poor parents working day and night. In spite of the hardships and austerities she suffered, she became more beautiful the older she became. Fearing vanity would enter her heart, she cut off her hair and blistered her face and hands and refused to leave her parents’ house for four years. She finally obtained their permission to join the Third Order of Saint Dominic; from her childhood she had taken Saint Catherine of Siena as her model, and she then redoubled her penance. The Blessed Sacrament seemed virtually her only food. Her love for it was intense. Her fasting was near miraculous; during Lent in particular, she denied herself even bread living on only a few orange seeds. She wore a hair shirt which reached from her shoulders to her wrists and knees and which contained iron nails. Concealed under her veil, she wore on her head a silver crown with ninety sharp points. Her cell was a garden hut and her bed a box of broken tiles. She was tormented by the devil for fifteen years but her faith and love of the Blessed Sacrament supported her.





All of Saint Rose’s sufferings were offered for the conversion of sinners. Rose is one of those saints whose extraordinary life is for our example rather than imitation: We have to look behind her extreme penances to see the love and sorrow for sin that prompted them and try to emulate that love and sorrow. She died in 1617, at the age of thirty-one.














The month of May is traditionally dedicated to Our Blessed Lady.
