After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

On Tuesday we celebrate the feast of three great lay Women who died as martyrs at the time of the reformation





St. Margaret Clitherow was born in Middleton, in 1555, of protestant parents. She was full of wit and a charming woman. In 1571, she married John Clitherow, a well-to-do grazier and butcher and they had two children. A few years later she converted to the Catholic faith  Her zeal led her to harbour fugitive priests, for which she was arrested and imprisoned. Many attempts were made to make her deny her Faith, but she stood firm. Finally, she was condemned to death on March 25, 1586. She was stretched out on the ground with a sharp rock on her back and crushed to death under a door loaded with heavy weights. Her humanity and holiness can be readily glimpsed in her words to a friend when she learned of her condemnation: "The sheriffs have said that I am going to die this coming Friday; and I feel the weakness of my flesh which is troubled at this news, but my spirit rejoices greatly. For the love of God, pray for me and ask all good people to do likewise." 





St. Anne Line was the daughter of William Heigham, who disowned her when she married a Catholic, Roger Line. Roger was imprisoned for being a Catholic and eventually died in exile abroad. Anne stayed in England where she hid Catholic priests in a London safe house. She was caught and hanged at Tyburn on February 27, 1601. Pope Paul VI canonized Anne Line in 1970 as one of the Forty Martyrs of England and Wales. 





St. Margaret Ward was a born in Cheshire. She managed to visit in prison, Fr Richard Watson, a secular priest and helped him escape. He got away with the help of Margaret's young Irish serving-man, Blessed John Roche, who, to assist the priest's escape, changed clothes with him and so, was himself arrested along with Margaret. When charged, both Margaret and John refused to disclose the priest’s whereabouts. They were offered their liberty if they would ask the Queen's pardon and promise to go to church; to which they replied that they had done nothing that could reasonably offend her Majesty, and that it was against their conscience to attend a protestant church. They were both condemned and died at Tyburn. They were forbidden to speak to the people from the scaffold because the authorities were afraid of the impression they would make.
