Today we celebrate the feast of The Transfiguration. This incident took place only a few weeks before the crucifixion. Our Blessed Lord took Peter, James & John with him up the mountain. Peter was the rock, James was destined to be the first Apostle to be martyred and John was the great visionary of the of the future glory of the Apocalypse. All three were present when Our Lord raised Jairus’ daughter from the dead and all three would fall asleep in the garden of Gethsemane. They needed to learn the lesson of the cross and rectify their mistaken conception of what Our Lord, had come to achieve. Peter not yet understanding the meaning of the cross had boldly exclaimed ‘Heaven preserve you, this must not happen to you. (Matt 16:22). James & John were ‘throne seekers’ arguing amongst themselves as to who should sit on his right and left. To understand the meaning of the cross, they first had to see the glory that was beyond it. As they looked on him they saw the glory of his divinity, it was not so much a light shining on him but a light, the beauty of the Godhead shining from within. It was not the full manifestation of his divinity, because that would be too much for any man or woman. In the Old Testament Mosses covered his face to hide it from men after speaking with God because it shone so brightly it would blind them. In the same way Christ had veiled his true glory by taking on human form but for a brief moment at the Transfiguration, he lifts the veil just enough to let these three Apostles see a fraction of his glory. What the Apostle noticed particularly was his face & garments ‘His face shone like the sun and his clothes became white as light’ (Matt 17:2) A few short weeks later his face would be splattered in blood and his garments would be a robe of scorn with which Herod would mock him.
