Gaudete Sunday, the third � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/14335a.htm" �Sunday� of � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/01165a.htm" �Advent�, so called from the first word of the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08081a.htm" �Introit� at Mass (Gaudete, i.e. Rejoice). The season of � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/01165a.htm" �Advent� originated as a fast of forty days in preparation for � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/03724b.htm" �Christmas�, commencing on the day after the feast of St. Martin and it was often called "St. Martin's Lent" a name by which it was known as early as the fifth century. In the ninth century, the duration of � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/01165a.htm" �Advent� was reduced to four weeks and by the twelfth century the fast had been replaced by simple abstinence. 





� HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/01165a.htm" �Advent� still preserved most of the characteristics of a penitential season which made it a kind of counterpart to � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/09152a.htm" �Lent� and the middle or third Sunday corresponds with Laetare Sunday during Lent. On it, as on � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08737c.htm" �Laetare Sunday�, the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/11297a.htm" �organ� and flowers, forbidden during the rest of the season, were, permitted to be used and rose-coloured vestments were allowed instead of purple. 





All these distinguishing marks makes a break like � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08737c.htm" �Laetare Sunday�, about midway through a season which is otherwise of a penitential character. In advent it also signifies the nearness of the Lord's coming. In both the Divine � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/11219a.htm" �Office� and � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/09790b.htm" �Mass� throughout � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/01165a.htm" �Advent� continual reference is made to our Lord's second coming, and this is emphasized on the third � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/14335a.htm" �Sunday� by the additional signs of � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/07131b.htm" �gladness� permitted on that day. Gaudete Sunday is further marked by a new emphasis, the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/03744a.htm" �Church� no longer merely inviting us to adore “The Lord who is to come", but calling upon us to worship and hail with � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/07131b.htm" �joy� "The Lord who is near”. 





In the Gospel, the words of St. John the Baptist, warns us that the Lamb of God is even now in our midst, though we appear to � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08673a.htm" �know� Him not. The spirit of the Liturgy all through � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/01165a.htm" �Advent� is one of expectation and preparation for the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/03724b.htm" �Christmas� feast as well as for the second coming of � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08374c.htm" �Christ�, and the penitential exercises suitable to that spirit are thus on Gaudete Sunday suspended, as it were, for a while in order to symbolize that � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/07131b.htm" �joy� and � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/07131b.htm" �gladness� in the Promised Redemption which should never be absent from the heart of the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/05769a.htm" �faithful�.
