In 1858 Bernadette Soubirous a young fourteen year old French peasant girl, who could barley read or write saw a vision of a women in Lourdes in France. When she told her Parish Priest he was quite understandably sceptical of the affair. Bernadette told the priest she did not know who the woman was but that she had told her she came from heaven. The priest told her to go away and ask the lady her name. Bernadette did so and the lady replied ‘I am the Immaculate Conception’. She returned to the priest and told him. He was stunned and very worried. He had taken Bernadette for a fraud or even a mad woman, now he was not so sure. 





The Dogma of the Immaculate Conception had only been 


pronounced by the Church a few years previously. He had


never preached on it and he checked with the other priests of the parish who confirmed that they had never done so. He checked with the sisters who taught Bernadette at the school,


they confirmed it was not on the syllabus and they had never spoken about it. They like him did not believe Bernadette would be able to understand the meaning of the teaching. Alarm bells began to ring in the priest’s head. Bernadette was virtually illiterate; surely if she was going to make up a story about a vision she would have said the women called herself ‘The Virgin Mary’ or ‘Our Lady’, titles that she would have known not the ‘Immaculate Conception’. The Priest decided to act, he went to see his Bishop who began an investigation which later confirmed the authenticity of Bernadette’s apparitions. 





The Dogma of the Immaculate Conception was pronounced by Blessed Pope Pius lXth in 1854. The dogma states that Our Lady from the moment of her conception in her mother’s womb was preserved from the stain of original sin, a grace freely given her by Almighty God, through the forthcoming merits of Jesus Christ. Throughout Our Lady’s life she remained faithful to God and grew in Grace. As Mother of the Saviour she assisted in the work of salvation – through her, the Messiah entered the world. For us, Mary is the second Eve – Mother of the new creation in Christ. As our Mother she is our example and guide, always leading us to Christ her son.
