St. Joseph’s Primary School    For some time the governors have been considering changing the name of our parish primary school from St. Joseph to St. Raphael. The principle reason for the change is to further strengthen the links with the parish. Given the geographical distance between the Church and the school, the governors felt that such a change in name would further facilitate the mission of the school, which, under the leadership of our headteacher, enjoys a new dynamism and spirit. With our neighbouring parish being that of St. Joseph's in New Malden it would aid clarity in distinguishing between parochial schools of the deanery.


 


As Parish Priest, I consider the proposal to be opportune for both the parish and the school. In 1934 the current site of the school, then Tiffin Boys, was purchased as a new school to cover the three parishes of St. Raphael, the mother Parish, St. Agatha's and St. Joseph's. I suspect there may have been thoughts of changing the parochial boundaries so that St. Joseph's school would have been within the boundaries of St. Joseph's Parish, hence the name of the school.





I have now formally started a period of consultation on the proposal which will end on the 5 January 2009. If you have any thoughts or questions on the proposal then please do not hesitate to contact me.





We are very blessed to have our own primary school. The school is run to the highest of standards by a highly dedicated team. As a parish we do have a duty to support our school; Catholic parents have a duty to consider the school for their children.

A Parish Council is the parish priest’s advisory body. It is composed of practicing Catholics who worship at the Church every Sunday and are dedicated to the work of the parish. The members form a representative cross-section of the parish; they do not represent the parish, as this is the function of the parish priest in Canon Law. The members, seeking the good of the parish and mission of the Church, support the priest and in collaboration with him, propose, initiate and lead various religious and social activities in the life of the parish. While the members will not be the only people taking up leadership roles in the parish, they should assist the priest in identifying the gifts present in the priesthood of all believers, so that new ways of proclaiming the Good News and sanctifying the World might be found. They should always be eager to help their brothers and sisters to deepen their faith and feel integrated into the parish family. The Parish Council is not a talking-shop but a body geared for action.





Members must profess & live the Catholic Faith in its harmonic wholeness as defined by the Magisterium, be in communion with the diocesan bishop, the Supreme Pontiff and those in communion with him. Members are freely appointed and removed, for a just reason, by the parish priest.
