         St Raphael’s Parish Pilgrimage 


     to Rome & Assisi


3rd-10th November 2009, Led by Fr Vincent





This will be a wonderful chance to see Rome. Our tour will take us not only to St. Peter’s where Fr. Vincent will say Mass for us but also to all the other major sites in Rome including St. Mary Major, St. Paul’s Outside the Walls, the catacombs and St. John Lateran, the Pope’s seat as Bishop of Rome. We will have a chance to climb the ‘Scala Sancta’, the steps that our Lord is said to have climbed when he was taken before Pilate which were brought to Rome by St. Helen from Jerusalem. Finally, provided he is in Rome, we will attend the Holy Father’s weekly general audience in St. Peter’s. 


We then travel on to Assisi, for a three night stay. Here we will have a guided tour of the Basilica of St. Francis and the old town.


Price includes return flights from Gatwick, breakfast and evening meals. All tours and transfers are accompanied by a qualified English speaking guide on air conditioned coaches. We are currently booked on the 7am flight, which means an early start, and arrive in St. Peters for 11am. If we were to change to an afternoon flight we should effectively loose a day and arrive for supper. St. Robert Southwell was born in Norfolk in 1561. Robert was brought up a � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/03449a.htm" �Catholic�, and at a very early age was sent to be � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/05295b.htm" �educated� at � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/05138a.htm" �Douai� On 17 October  1578 he was admitted to the Jesuits in Rome and made his simple � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/15511a.htm" �vows� in 1580 and was � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/11279a.htm" �ordained� a � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12406a.htm" �priest�. In 1586 at his own request he was sent to England with � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/06386b.htm" �Father Henry Garnett�, there he found his first refuge with Lord Vaux of Harrowden, and was known under the name of Cotton later he became � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/03579b.htm" �chaplain� to the Countess of Arundel and thus established relations with her � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12430a.htm" �imprisoned� husband, � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/07503a.htm" �Philip, Earl of Arundel�, (St. Philip Howard) the ancestor of the present Duke of Norfolk. He spent six years in � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/15753a.htm" �zealous� and successful missionary work, during which he hid in � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/09341a.htm" �London�, passing under various disguises from one � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/03449a.htm" �Catholic� house to another.  He often disguised himself as a Country Gentlemen but he always dressed soberly and had simple tastes. He had a gentle character and he has never been accused of taking any part either in political intrigues or in religious disputes. 





In 1592 he was arrested at Uxendon Hall, Harrow. He was tortured thirteen times and held in a dungeon swarming with vermin, often chained up in a manner which made it impossible to either stand up straight or sit down. After nearly three years in � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/12430a.htm" �prison� he was brought to trial and was executed at Tyburn close to modern day Marble Arch in London on the 21st February 1595. 





Father Southwell's writings, both in prose and verse, were extremely popular with his contemporaries, and his religious pieces were sold openly by the booksellers though their authorship was known. Imitations abounded, and Ben Jonson declared of one of Southwell's pieces, "The Burning Babe", that to have written it he would readily forfeit many of his own poems. Perhaps no higher testimony can be found of the esteem in which his work was held  is that while it is probable that Fr. Southwell had read � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/13748c.htm" �Shakespeare�, it is practically certain that � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/13748c.htm" �Shakespeare� had read Fr. Southwell and imitated him. 





His body was later recovered and now lies in the Chapel of St. George and the English Martyr’s in Westminster Cathedral in London.
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
