Although St. David is of one of the best known of the British saints, very little is known about him. He lived in the sixth century and is, known to have founded at least twelve monasteries including Glastonbury and Menevia. He and his monks lived in extreme hardship, with a regime of heavy manual labour and study, sustained on a diet of vegetables and water. 


St. David devoted, himself towards works of charity, mercy and penance. One of his favourite austerities was to immerse himself in ice cold water. He was later chosen as primate of the Welsh Church and moved its seat from Caerleon to Menevia, the Present day St. David’s.	





He died in the year 601 and was canonised by Pope Callistus llnd  in the twelfth century. The custom of Welsh people wearing, daffodils or leeks on his feast day is described by Shakespeare as 'An ancient tradition begun upon an honourable request.' However no satisfactory explanation of it can be found.





O God you gave us St. David to uphold the faith and to be an example


of Christian perfection in this changing world. May he help us to  


hold fast to the values which will bring us eternal life. Amen.
