The Baptism of the Lord


 


Today’s feast brings to a close the Christmas Season. At first glance, the Baptism of the Lord might seem an odd feast. Since the Church teaches that the �HYPERLINK "http://catholicism.about.com/od/beliefsteachings/p/Sac_Baptism.htm"�Sacrament of Baptism� is necessary for the remission of sins, particularly Original Sin, so why was Christ baptized? After all, He was born without Original Sin, and He lived His entire life without sinning, therefore He had no need of the sacrament. In submitting Himself humbly to the baptism of St. John the Baptist, however, Christ the example for the rest of us. If even He should be baptized, though He had no need of it, how much more should the rest of us be thankful for this sacrament, which frees us from the darkness of sin and incorporates us into the Church, the life of Christ on earth! His Baptism, therefore, was necessary not for Him, but for us.





The Baptism of the Lord has historically been associated with the celebration of �HYPERLINK "http://catholicism.about.com/od/holydaysandholidays/p/Epiphany.htm"�Epiphany�. Even today, the Eastern Christian feast of Theophany, celebrated on January 6 as a counterpart to the Western feast of Epiphany, focuses primarily on the Baptism of the Lord as the revelation of God to man.


After the feast of �HYPERLINK "http://catholicism.about.com/od/holydaysandholidays/p/Christmas.htm"�Christmas� was separated out from Epiphany, the Church in the West dedicated celebrations to each of the major revelations of God to man: the Birth of Christ at Christmas, which revealed Christ to Israel; the revelation of Christ to the Gentiles, at Epiphany; and the Baptism of the Lord, which revealed the Trinity.
