St John Bosco, Patron of youth


This week we celebrate the feast of an extraordinary Man, St John Bosco. 	He was born in 1815 near Turin in Italy. His father died when he was two years old and he was brought up by his mother in extreme poverty. His early life was spent as a shepherd, but he always knew he wanted to be a priest. At the age of nine, he had a dream in which he changed a crowd of children from beasts to lambs and he heard a voice say ‘Not with blows, but with kindness.’ After much hard work he was ordained a priest at the age of twenty six. He longed to work amongst the poor and abandoned young in the wretched crime ridden slums of Turin but they would have nothing to do with the church or priests. However one day while he was preparing for mass he saw the sacristan being unkind to a rough looking young boy. John turned on him and told him not to treat his friend in that manner. The stunned sacristan apologised 


and said he was did not realise that the boy was his friend. ‘The moment anyone is ill-treated, he is my friend,’ John replied. Next Sunday the young boy whose name was Bartholomew, came back to the church bringing some friends with him. Gradually more and more of the roughest boys from the streets of Turin came to him because he was the only person who had ever shown them any kindness or respect.  He played games with them, he taught them to read and write, he taught them their faith and prayed with them, above all he loved them. He built schools and homes for them. Many people objected to his work, they did not want his schools and homes in their neighbourhood. On one occasion an attempt was made to murder him as he sat teaching; but the bullet missed and only ripped the edge of his cassock. ‘A pity,’ he said. ‘It was my best cassock.’ 


When he died in 1888 an incredible120,000 young people were being cared for by him and the Salesians, the order he founded. One of his last thoughts was about England and the year after his death, his first home in this country was founded in Roehampton.

Established initially in Brixton, but now operating nationwide, Street Pastors is a scheme that gathers volunteers from local churches, trains them and then puts them on the streets at night. During an evening Street Pastors walk through the town centre directing people towards essential services, transport and local sites as well as providing a reassuring presence for people who might feel uneasy and anxious.


At the launch, attended by over 150 people including the Mayor of Kingston Councillor Yogan Yoganathan and the Bishop of Kingston Dr Richard Cheetham, Chf Supt Angela List fully endorsed the scheme, whilst MP for Kingston and Surbiton Rt Hon Edward Davey said he was pleased to see how the local authority, police and church could work together in making Kingston Town Centre a good place to go in the evening.
