The Presentation of the Lord – Candlemas 


This feast emphasizes Jesus’ first appearance in the Temple. At the beginning of the eighth century, Pope Sergius inaugurated a candlelight procession; at the end of the same century the blessing and distribution of candles which continues to this day became part of the celebration, giving the feast its popular name: Candlemas. 





In St. Luke’s Gospel, we hear that Jesus was welcomed in the temple by two elderly people, Simeon and the widow Anna. They embody Israel in their patient expectation; they acknowledge the infant Jesus as the long-awaited Messiah. Simeon bursts into a song of joy which the Church still sings at the close of each day. 


‘Now thou dost dismiss thy servant, O Lord, 


according to thy word in peace;


Because my eyes have seen thy salvation, 


Which thou hast prepared before the face 


of all peoples: 


A light to the revelation of the Gentiles,


and the glory of thy people Israel.’





‘‘Christ himself says, ‘I am the light of the world.’ And we are the light, we ourselves, if we receive it from him.... But how do we receive it, how do we make it shine? The candle tells us: by burning, and being consumed in the burning. A spark of fire, a ray of love, an inevitable immolation are celebrated over that pure, straight candle, as, pouring forth its gift of light, it exhausts itself in silent sacrifice” (Paul VI).





On Wednesday we celebrate the feast of St. Blaise. He was a fourth century Bishop who was martyred in Armenia. He is famous for healing a child who was choking on a fish bone that was lodged in the back of his throat, which Blaise caused him to cough up. He is therefore particularly invoked by those with throat problems. After mass on Wednesday we will have the Blessing of throats which is traditionally carried out on this day.
