After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.





Today is Sea Sunday, when the Church remembers all those who live and work at sea.





At this very moment, hundreds of thousands of seafarers are away from their families and homes working long hours in difficult conditions to bring us the essential goods we all use and consume every day. They bring us the tea and coffee we drink, the petrol we use, even the clothes we wear and other necessities of life. In fact, 95% of world trade is carried by ship, which means nearly everything you and I need to live our day-to-day lives is brought to our shores by seafarers.





However, seafarers are very much in need. Many are marginalised and abused, and salaries go down every year. The majority leave their homes and families for long periods, usually 9 months, during which time they will have very little contact with family and loved ones back home. They can become lonely, depressed and spiritually deprived. Apostleship of the Seaport chaplains and ship visitors are in ports across Great Britain to welcome and serve them as brothers when they visit our shores.





Not everybody respects their dignity as human beings. For example, a coastguard inspection at Harwich found 29 faults in a foreign ship, including safety defects. The crew spent the next weeks and months unpaid, victims of a ship owner for whom their welfare was not a priority. The AOS Port Chaplain immediately called in, and worked closely with, the seafarers' union, with the result that together they successfully negotiated the six months back pay owed to the crew.





During this time their morale had often been very low. The crew had become virtual prisoners in their ship with no money for food, transport, medical supplies or any means to contact their loved ones back home. Fortunately for the crew, the AOS Port Chaplain and his team of volunteers enlisted the help of people from local parishes who provided everything from basic provisions and phone cards to much needed spiritual and emotional support.





The crew finally returned home to their families in Africa and Eastern Europe, having experienced Christ's love for them while in port, thanks to the ministry of AOS.





Apostleship of the Sea chaplains and ship visitors are a welcome presence in our ports. They will visit ships, bring valued phone cards to the seafarers on board, take individuals or crews to the local town, provide them with local information, arrange for Mass to be said on board and pray with them at difficult moments. It is through these acts of care and welcome that seafarers can know that Jesus is alongside them, that he is with them at sea and never forgotten by him. It is these simple acts of kindness and care that strengthen the faith, hope and love of Christian seafarers.





The Apostleship of the Sea needs your help to carry out this important work. Today I would ask you to do two things. The first and most important is to pray for seafarers and for the Apostleship of the Sea, who, in your name, reach out to them, sowing the seeds of faith and love. Secondly I would ask you please, if you are able, to give to the Sea Sunday collection. The Apostleship of the Sea is a charity, funded wholly from voluntary donations. The work the chaplains and volunteers do makes a difference to the lives and faith of vulnerable individuals on a daily basis. Please use the donation envelope provided for this.

Our Lady of Mount Carmel and The Brown Scapular, 





According to the most ancient Carmelite chronicles, the Order has its origins with the disciples of the prophets Elias and Eliseus who lived in caves on Mount Carmel in the Holy Land. After many persecutions the order was driven out of the Holy Land and settled in England. It was in here that � HYPERLINK "http://magnificat.ca/cal/engl/05-16.htm" \l "stock" \t "_self" �St Simon Stock�, the General of the Order, had a vision of Our Lady on the 16th July, at Aylesford in Kent. She appeared before him and presented him with the well-known Brown Scapular, promising that all who died wearing it would receive her heavenly protection.  





Devotion to the Brown Scapular spread quickly throughout the Christian world. Pope after Pope enriched it with indulgences, and many miracles have been worked through devotion to it. 





At Lourdes in 1858, the Virgin chose to make Her last apparition on July 16th, feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel, the day the Church commemorates Her apparition to Saint Simon Stock. At Fatima on October 13, 1917, it is as Our Lady of Mount Carmel that Mary appeared when She said farewell to the three children. Throughout the ages, the Queen of Carmel has always kept a faithful watch over the destinies of Her cherished children on earth.











The month of May is traditionally dedicated to Our Blessed Lady.
