After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

Saint Bridget, was born about the year 453 in Ireland. Whilst still a child, her father saw a vision of men clothed in white garments pouring a holy oil over her head, indicating her future sanctity. While still very young, she consecrated her life to God. Saint Bridget was very beautiful, and fearing that she would be forced to marry against her will, she prayed that she might become ugly and deformed. Her prayer was heard and her face became swollen and deformed and she was left in peace to follow her vocation. When about twenty years old she made her religious vows and became the first Religious women in Ireland. As she was clothed in the religious habit, her face was restored to it’s former beauty. 





Her example led many other women to join her and in obedience to her bishop, she founded the first convent in Ireland. Her reputation for holiness spread throughout Ireland and many bishops urged her to visit their dioceses and found new branches of her convents. She died at the age of seventy in 523. Her body was buried in the church adjoining her convent, but later was exhumed and deposited in a splendid shrine near the high altar, afterwards it was moved again and placed in the same grave with the relics of the Saint Patrick and Saint Columba, in the cathedral at Kildare.
