The Portiuncula Indulgence





On Thursday the Portiuncula Indulgence may be obtained by visiting a Church and praying an Our Father, the Creed and another prayer of one’s choice. Three conditions must also be fulfilled: reception of the sacraments of Penance and Eucharist, as well as prayer for the intention of the Holy Father, which must all happen within several days (7 either side) of the visit to the Church. The Indulgence can be applied to the Holy Souls in Purgatory. 





The Church at Portiuncula, near Assisi, is one of the three churches that were repaired by St Francis. It is now the Mother House of the Recollects or Reformed Franciscans. There, according to tradition, Our Lord appeared to St Francis and told him to go to the Pope and ask for an indulgence for all sincere penitents who devoutly visited the church. In 1223 Pope Honorius lll granted the Indulgence which is know in Italy as the ‘Pardon of Assisi’.

Getting Married ? If you are a Catholic who wishes to marry, you must give a minimum of six months notice to the parish priest. 


This is essential for preparation and paperwork. Usually a longer period is required, so, be wise and contact a priest sooner rather than later. For a catholic to validly enter into marriage, without dispensation, they must marry before a Priest and two witnesses.
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
