After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

St Alphonsus de Liguori





Saint Alphonsus was born of noble parents near Naples, in 1696. He was 


educated by the Oratorian Fathers and from a young age was known as a 


very devout child. 





At the age of sixteen he became a successful lawyer, however a mistake, by 


which he lost an important case, showed him the vanity of human fame and 


glory and he decided to abandon the legal profession to labour for the glory


of God alone.





He was ordained a priest in 1726, and he soon became as renowned a 


preacher as he had been a lawyer; he loved and devoted himself to the most 


neglected souls in the region of Naples.





He was a great musician but gave up his instruments to devote himself more perfectly to his priestly work; he nonetheless composed joyous religious hymns for the poor folk he heard singing in the streets, that they might glorify God and not waste their voices and efforts in vain and worldly songs.





At the age of sixty-six he became Bishop of Saint Agatha, near Naples and undertook the reform of his diocese with the zeal of a Saint. He made a vow never to waste a moment of time, and, though his life was spent in prayer and work, he also composed a vast number of books filled with such wisdom that in 1871 he was declared by Blessed Pius IX a Doctor of the Church. The best known of his books is entitled “The Glories of Mary”, by which he exalts the graces and narrates the wondrous deeds of mercy of the Mother of God for those who invoke Her.





For the last seven years of his life, he was prevented by constant sickness from offering Mass but received Holy Communion daily, and his love for Jesus Christ and his trust in Mary’s prayers sustained him to the end. He died in 1787, in his ninety-first year.











The month of May is traditionally dedicated to Our Blessed Lady.

The Portiuncula Indulgence





On Tuesday day we can obtain the Portiuncula Indulgence by visiting the Church, praying the Our Father and Creed for the Pope’s Intention and going to Confession. The Indulgence can be applied to the Holy Souls in Purgatory.


The Church at Portiuncula, near Assisi is one of the three churches that were repaired by St Francis. It is now the Mother House of the Recollects or Reformed Franciscans. Here according to tradition, Our Lord appeared to St Francis and told him to go to the Pope and ask for an indulgence for all sincere penitents who devoutly visited the church. In 1223 Pope Honorius lll granted the Indulgence which is know in Italy as the ‘Pardon of Assisi’.
