After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.









































St Anthony of Padua was born Ferdinand de Bouillon in 1195 near Lisbon in Portugal and to the Portuguese he is always referred to as St Anthony of Lisbon. He came from a noble family that could trace it’s roots back to the 1st Crusade and the court of King Alfonso of Portugal.  At the age of fifteen he entered the religious life at the Monastery of Coimbra, which was famous for it’s study of Sacred Scripture. When he was ordained a priest in 1218, it is said that he knew as much about the Bible as any other man in Europe.





One day five Franciscans called at the monastery on their way to Morocco where they were to found a mission. As he talked to them he became more and more interested in the Franciscan Order and St Francis who was preaching in Italy. A couple of years later, the bodies of the five monks who had been martyred by the Moors, were brought back to Coimbra to be buried there. This prompted Ferdinand to ask to leave his monastery, to become a Franciscan and go to Morocco to continue the mission there. He joined the order at the friary at Olivares not far from Coimbra and took the name Anthony. He then set off for Morocco. However his ship was wrecked off the coast of Sicily and he eventually ended up in Italy. There he was sent to a small friary in the mountains.  





Later there was an important ordination being held in the presence of many important people, the person due to preach had not turned up and finally after many others had refused the task, Anthony’s superior asked him to preach. Anthony in obedience agreed to preach and chose obedience as his subject.  His superior was so impressed by his words, that he told him that he must leave his friary and go and preach up and down the country. Wherever he spoke he drew vast crowds of sometimes forty thousand people. St Francis heard him preach and appointed him preacher for the whole of Italy. He died in at the age of Thirty Six worn out by 


his labours and journeys. 





St Anthony is one of the most loved of all saints and there are very few Churches that do not have an image of him. He is usually shown holding the Child Jesus standing on an open bible. This is because one day while reading his bible and thinking in what way he could best preach the truth of Jesus, the Child Jesus himself appeared to him.





St Anthony’s statue in our church is situated next to the pulpit where the sacred scriptures are proclaimed and the word of God is preached. This is appropriate for a saint who new the Sacred Scriptures so well and was a great preacher.
