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Today we celebrate the great feast of Corpus Christi, the Body & Blood of Christ. This is one of the most beautiful feasts that God has given his Church. Almighty God takes the form of bread and wine to be our food and


drink. 





‘For my flesh is real food and my blood is real drink, he who eats my flesh and drinks my blood lives in me and I in him anyone who eats this bread will live for ever.’ St John 6;54-58 





We must never forget that when we are in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament we are in the physical presence of Almighty God, He is present in all things, but he is only physically present in the Blessed Sacrament. Therefore when in His presence everything we do, all our actions and thoughts must be centred on Him. We should try to avoid unnecessary talking and other activity that will prevent us from concentrating on God. When we pass in front of the Tabernacle, unless we are physically unable to do so, we should genuflect. To bow is a sign of respect, we might bow before many things, the Queen for instance or the Cenotaph in London on Remembrance Day, some may say to bow in front of the Tabernacle is sufficient, it is not. To genuflect is a unique act, something we reserve only for God. It is an act of faith, it is a prayer of adoration, and the very action is acknowledging that we believe we are in the presence of God. 





"Go to the encounter with him in the Blessed Eucharist, go to adore him in the churches, kneeling before the Tabernacle: Jesus will fill you with his love and will reveal to you the thoughts of his Heart. If you listen to him, you will feel ever more deeply the joy of belonging to his Mystical Body, the Church, which is the family of his disciples held close by the bond of unity and love." Re-Gilding our Altar Rails


We have decided to proceed with the restoration of our magnificent Altar rails which are part of the original fabric of the Church. The work will be carried out by Clough Harris Ltd. (By appointment to Her Majesty the Queen), the company that recently gilded the cross, the tabernacle and the plaque on the front of the pulpit. Given the historic nature of the Church, it is very difficult to find companies who are both competent & available and whose quote is reasonable!


The cost of the work is: £3,500.00
