After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

On Wednesday we celebrate the feast of the two great pillars of the Church, Saints Peter & Paul. Peter was the rock on which Christ founded the Church. He was the apostle to whom was entrusted the supreme government of the Church: ‘I will give you the keys to the kingdom of Heaven. Whatever you bind on earth will be bound in Heaven, whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in Heaven.’ 


Paul was the first great writer and theologian of the Church. He was a man of great learning and conviction. With great passion he persecuted Christ and then, following his conversion, he loved him with equal passion. His letters, which make up most of the epistles in the New Testament, are some of the most profound Christian texts ever written and certainly the most read letters in history. 


Both Peter and Paul are especially venerated in Rome where they both preached and eventually died.


The promise made to Peter has been passed from him to all his successors and that charge today is borne by Pope Benedict. Let us pray especially for Our Holy Father today on this great feast that he may be a wise and true shepherd of the people of God.
