On Saturday we celebrate the feast of St Joseph, one of the most important saints of the Church. He was the true husband of Mary and Our Lord's foster farther. 


St Luke tells us in his gospel that Jesus was 'Subject to him'. However, apart from this and the very few other mentions of St Joseph in the early chapters of the gospels, little is known about him.





We do however know that he was a descendant of King David and this fulfilled the prophecy that the Messiah would be 


'Born of David's House and Line'





St Joseph faithfully fulfilled the highest trust that was placed upon him, that of guarding, and protecting God's greatest treasures on earth, Jesus and Mary. It was because of this he was declared Patron of the Universal Church by Pope Pius IX in 1870. Pope Pius XII declared him Patron of Workers and instituted a second feast day for him on the 1st May 


'St Joseph the Worker'. He is also the Patron of Fathers and the 


Guardian of Families. Pope John XXIII added his name to list of 


saints mentioned in the Canon of the Mass in 1962.





His statue can be seen in our Church in the corner above Our Lady’s Altar. Next to that of The Sacred Heart and Our Blessed Lady.
