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Today is Laetare Sunday so called from the first words of the � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08081a.htm" �Introit� at Mass, "Laetare � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08344x.htm" �Jerusalem�" or "Rejoice, O � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08344x.htm" �Jerusalem�". The church gives us this Sunday midway through Lent as respite from our Lenten penance. To emphasise this, the colour of the Mass Vestments lightens from Purple to Rose and flowers are again permitted on the Altar. Another explanation for the colour of the vestments is that this Sunday was called "Dominica de Rosa" or “Rose Sunday” because today the pope used to bless the ‘Golden Roses’ that were sent from Rome to Catholic Sovereigns and famous shrines around the world.                                   


Today is also Mother’s Day or Mothering Sunday a day when we especially remember our mothers. There are also many traditions as to how this came day about. One is that on this Sunday everyone expected to visit their Cathedral, the mother church of their diocese. Another much later tradition was that servants would be allowed to go home on this day and visit their mothers. 


Whatever the origins of this day may be, let us all give thanks to God today for our mothers, say a prayer for them and do something special for them.
