The symbolism of this is very ancient and it is believed to be in response to the Gospel passage traditionally read on this day which ended with the phrase ‘….but Jesus hid himself and went out of the Temple.


Nowadays it is a reminder to us that Holy Week is almost upon us and we must make that final effort to do something to prepare ourselves for Easter.





Next Sunday is Palm Sunday. Palms will be blessed at all three Masses, the 9.30am Mass will begin with an outdoor procession beginning on the lawn outside the Church.
