Today is Divine Mercy     Sunday.





We will have the Divine Mercy Devotions  here at 3pm





‘Let no soul fear to come to me, even if its sins be scarlet. I desire that this feast be a refuge and a shelter for all souls, especially for poor sinners.


The very depths of my mercy will be  opened on that day. I will pour out a sea of graces upon  those souls that will approach the fount of my mercy on this day.’    Jesus speaking to St. Faustina. 








After St. Faustina was canonised, Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. A plenary indulgence is granted to all those who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.

Led by Fr. Vincent ,       4th – 11 November 2008





A not to be missed chance to visit the scared sites and walk in the footsteps where our Blessed Lord was born, died and rose again 


Our proposed itinerary includes the following:





The Mount of Olives, with a magnificent view of all of ancient and modern Jerusalem, the centre of the modern biblical world, the Paternoster Church commemorating the Lord’s Prayer and the Chapel of Dominus Flevit (The Lord Wept) where Fr. Vincent will celebrate Mass. 


The Garden of Gethsemanethe site of the agony in the garden, The site of Mary's Tomb. 


The Old City where we will make our Way of the Cross procession on which we see where Pilate judged Jesus, where Our Lord was exhibited and scourged.  We finish our procession at the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, the site of Jesus’ crucifixion and resurrection.


Ein Karem, where John the Baptist was born and Mary visited Elizabeth. 


Bethlehem, via the Shepherds’ Fields, visiting the Manger Square, the Basilica and the Cave of the Nativity.


Mount Zion where we will see the Upper Room, the site of the Last Supper, the tomb of King David, and the Dormition Abbey where the Virgin Mary is said to have fallen asleep for the last time and the Church of St. Peter where Peter thrice denied Jesus. 


Masada, where 967 Jewish zealots, after a five year siege, preferred to die by their own hand, as free men, rather than become pagan slaves. We ascend to the famous fortress by cable-car. 


The Dead sea and Qumran, where the Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered in 1947.


Nazareth the childhood home of Jesus.


Cana and visit the site of the Christ’s first miracle. 


Tiberias from where we have a boat ride across the Sea of Galilee followed by a visit to Capernaum where Jesus lived. Tabgha, the site of the miracle of the loaves and fishes and then to the House of St. Peter where Jesus healed Peter’s Mother-in-Law. 


The Mount of Beatitudes, where the Sermon on the Mount is thought to have taken place.  Emmaus, the old walled city of Jerusalem, The Western (wailing) Wall and Mount Moriah, the site of the original Temple.  





Cost £799 per person based on two people sharing. We shall be staying at the brand new guest house run by the Bridgettine Sisters, overlooking the Old City of Jerusalem, and not far from the Garden of Gethsemane. 


Cost includes flights, UK & Israeli taxes, English speaking guide, breakfast and dinner each day.
