Tradition has it that the remains of St. James the Apostle were washed up on the coast of northern Spain, hidden and later discovered at a place indicated by a star, hence the name Santiago de Compostela which means Saint James of the field of the star. The truth of the legend no longer seems important as the witness of thousands upon thousands of pilgrims over many hundreds of years have awarded their own validation. In fact during the middle-ages Santiago was second only to the Holy Land as a pilgrimage destination.


Our pilgrimage will include visits to the city of Lugo where St Francis founded a monastery, with it’s beautiful cathedral. We also visit Finisterre –‘The end of the Earth’ stopping at the town of Noia on route named after Noah and where his dove is said to have landed. 


The highlight of our journey undoubtedly will be our visit to the magnificent cathedral of St James in Santiago where we shall be able to climb up behind the High Altar and venerate his precious relics, then attend the Pilgrim’s Mass in the Cathedral and hopefully see the famous Botafumeiro (a huge thurible) being swung from the ceiling, across the Cathedral.
