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Our Lady of Fatima On May 13, 1917, Our Lady appeared to three children, Lucia, Francisco 	and Jacinta, while they were tending their sheep in a village called Fatima in Portugal. She told


them she was from heaven and asked them to come to this same place for six months on the 	13th day of each month. During the next few months, her message was consistent. She instructed 	the children to pray the rosary daily and do penance for the conversion of sinners.�	On July 13, Our Lady told them that in October there would be a miracle for all to see and believe. 	She told them "Sacrifice yourselves for sinners, and say many times, especially when you make a 	sacrifice: O Jesus, it is for love of you, for the conversion of sinners, and in reparation for the sins 	committed against the Immaculate Heart of Mary." Our Lady opened her hands and the rays of 	light seemed to penetrate the earth and they saw a sea of fire. The children were horrified and 	never forgot this sight, Our Lady told them. "You have seen hell where the souls of poor sinners 	go. To save them, God wishes to establish in the world devotion to my Immaculate Heart. If what I 	say to you is done, many souls will be saved and there will be peace. The war (World War I) is 	going to end, but if people do not cease offending God, a worse one will break out during the 	pontificate of Pius XI. When you see a night illumined by an unknown light, know that this is the 	great sign given to you by God that He is about to punish the world for its crimes, by means of 	war, famine and persecutions of the Church and of the Holy Father. To prevent this I will come to 	ask for the Consecration of Russia to my Immaculate Heart and the Communion of Reparation on 	the First Saturdays. If my requests are heeded Russia will be converted and there will be peace, if 	not, she will spread her errors throughout the world causing wars and persecutions of the Church. 	The good will be martyred, the Holy Father will have much to suffer, various nations will be 	annihilated. In the end, my Immaculate Heart will triumph. The Holy Father will consecrate Russia 	to me, and she will be converted, and a period of peace will be granted to the world." At the time 	of this apparition the Russian revolution had not yet occurred. The Bolsheviks would not take


over until the following October. As we know Russia spread its errors all over the world with their 	atheistic philosophy they persecuted the Church.  �On October 13, there was a huge crowd of some forty thousand people gathered even though it was pouring with rain. Many of them, unbelievers, were there to mock and laugh. As Our Lady appeared the poring rain stopped and the clouds parted like a great curtain in the sky to reveal the sun. Our Lady pointed to the sun and Lucia called out to the crowd to look at the sun which changed colour and dimmed so that people could see it without being blinded. The sun began to spin in the sky throwing out rays of beautiful multi coloured light that bathed the crowd in a warm amber glow. Then it turned bright red and all of a suddenly plunge towards the earth. The people began to scream they were terrified. They were convinced it was the end of the world But then it stopped and returned to its place in the sky. Whilst the crowd were experiencing this phenomenon, the children saw various visions including St. Joseph with the Child Jesus.�Pope John Paul II had a close connection and devotion to Our Lady of Fatima. On May 13, 1981, the anniversary of the 1st Apparition at Fatima, the Pope was shot in St. Peter's Square. One of the bullets went right through him but miraculously did not strike his vital organs. The following year he visited Fatima to thank Our Lady for saving his life. He placed the bullet which had been removed from his body, and placed it in the crown of her statue.�The message of Fatima is a simple one. If we are to convert sinners and realize peace in our world, we must pray the rosary daily and do penance.





"The Message of Fatima is more relevant and more urgent than when Our Lady first appeared. The message is an anguished appeal of Our Heavenly Mother, Who sees us in great danger and who comes to offer Her help and advice. Her message is also a prophecy, a clear indication of what was about to transpire in the 20th Century, and what is still going to happen infallibly in the near future, depending on our response to Her requests. “	                          						Pope John-Paul ll
