Please join us for a walk from St. Raphael’s across the river to Bushy Park for a picnic and games near the children’s playground.


Two walks are available with experienced walk leaders: The 1st is approximately  2 miles – from the church to Kingston Bridge, entering the park at Church Grove Gate.  The 2nd is  approximately  4½ miles – from the church to Kingston Bridge, along the Middlesex bank of the Thames to Hampton Court, entering the park at Hampton Court Gate.  Both are suitable for pushchairs.


Bring your own picnic, picnic chairs allowed, but no tables. The Children’s playground with sandpit, toilets and ice cream van all nearby.


If anyone is unable to walk, car parking is available at Diana Fountain car park.  Please let us know if you need a lift. Bushy Park needs an idea of numbers, so please add your names to the list on the notice board.
