After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.





On Thursday we celebrate the feast of Corpus Christi, the Body & Blood of Christ. This is one of the most beautiful feasts that God has given his Church. Almighty God takes the form of bread and wine to be our food and drink. 





‘For my flesh is real food and my blood is real drink, he who eats my flesh and drinks my blood lives in me and I in him anyone who eats this bread will live for ever.’ St John 6;54-58 





We must never forget that when we are in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament we are in the physical presence of Almighty God, He is present in all things, but he is only physically present in the Blessed Sacrament. Therefore everything we do, all our actions and thoughts must be centred on Him. We should try to avoid unnecessary talking and all other activity that will prevent us 


from concentrating on that fact. When we pass in front of the Tabernacle, unless we are physically unable to do so, we should genuflect. To bow is a sign of respect, we might bow before many things, the Queen for instance or the Cenotaph in London on Remembrance Day, some may say to bow in front of the Tabernacle is sufficient, it is not. To genuflect is a unique act, something we reserve only for God. It is an act of faith, it is a prayer of adoration, and the very action is acknowledging that we believe we are in the presence of God. 





‘The visit to the Blessed Sacrament is a great treasure of the Catholic faith. It nourishes social love and gives us opportunities for adoration, thanksgiving, reparation and supplication. Benediction, Holy Hours and Processions of the Blessed Sacrament are likewise precious elements of our heritage.





It is also my joy to reaffirm before the whole world the wonderful teaching of the Church regarding Christ’s consoling presence in the Blessed Sacrament: his real presence in the fullest sense: the substantial presence by which the whole and complete Christ, God and man are present. The Eucharist, in the Mass and outside the Mass, is the body and blood of Jesus Christ and is therefore deserving of the worship that is given to the living God and to him alone. Thus every act of reverence, every genuflection that you make before the Blessed Sacrament is important because it is an act of faith in Christ, an act of love for Christ.’ Pope John Paul II
