After St. Faustina was canonised, our Holy Father Pope John Paul II decreed that the Sunday after Easter could be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Our Holy Father imparts a plenary indulgence to all the faithful who, in addition to the usual conditions (Sacramental Confession, Holy Communion & prayers for the Pope’s intentions), detached from the affection for sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy. For those unable to attend owing to illness, frailty or necessary work for the community, it suffices that they pray the Our Father and the Creed before an image of Our Merciful Lord and in addition pray a devout invocation (e.g. Jesus I Trust in Thee). As well as detesting sin and being detached from the affection for sin, they must have the intention of fulfilling the usual conditions as soon as it is physically and or morally possible.





A plenary indulgence is the total remission of all the temporal punishment due to sin. Usually, a soul that dies in the state of grace but who has not made up for their sins, must go through the purifying fires of purgatory. A plenary indulgence assists a soul into heaven. As such, an indulgence can be applied to either the living or the dead.

St Raphael’s Parish Pilgrimage to Walsingham, Saturday 18th June


Fr Vincent will lead a Parish Pilgrimage to Walsingham on Saturday 18th June. Walsingham is England’s National Shrine and has for many hundreds of years been a place of prayer and pilgrimage.





In the 1061 Richeldis de Faverches a Saxon noblewoman who had great faith and devotion to our Blessed Lady had had a vision in which she was taken by Mary to be shown the house in Nazareth where Gabriel had announced the news of the birth of Jesus.  Mary asked Richeldis to build an exact replica of that house in Walsingham. This is how Walsingham became known as England's Nazareth. The vision, it is said, was repeated three times, and eventually the house was built. The shrine’s reputation grew and by the 16th Centaury it was ranked as one of the major places of pilgrimage in the world along with Rome and Jerusalem.





At the time of the reformation, Walsingham was destroyed, the image of Our Lady was taken to London and publicly burnt. For the next 400 years, the name of Walsingham was all but forgotten.





                     However in 1896 a women called Charlotte Boyd bought the Slipper Chapel, this was a small chapel situated a mile from the Village this was the last stopping point for the ancient pilgrims on their way to the shrine. Here they would take off their shoes and walk the last mile to the village barefoot. Charlotte restored the chapel and gave it to the monks of Downside Abbey and then Walsingham, as place of pilgrimage was reborn. In 1934 Cardinal Bourne led a pilgrimage of 10,000 people and declared the Slipper Chapel our National Shrine of Our Lady. In 1954, before a crowd of 20,000 people, the Papal Delegate, Archbishop O'Hara, in the name of Pope Pius XII, crowned the new statue of Our Lady which is enshrined in the Slipper Chapel.  When Pope John-Paul II visited England in 1982 he was unable to go to Walsingham, so the statue was taken from the Slipper Chapel and brought to Wembley Stadium, there the Pope venerated the image and had it placed on the Altar for the Papal Mass.





The month of May is traditionally dedicated to Our Blessed Lady.
