consultation on mass times & locations

The following are the results of last Sunday’s consultative vote on the change to the Sunday Mass Schedule. 


Clearly, option B was the most popular with the three Masses being celebrated at St. Raphael’s Church. I am sure the place of celebration will not come as shock to people. Naturally, many of us will be sad to see the end of Mass being celebrated at St. Joseph’s and Claremont Hall. Over the past few weeks, one of the nicest and most frequent comments, which I received, was how the congregations at St. Joseph’s and Claremont Hall were so friendly and welcoming, they are truly warm Christian communities. We must now work hard to ensure that as we move forward, establishing new Mass times at St. Raphael’s, that a warm and welcoming Christian spirit imbues all our celebrations. As you know the next step is for me to petition Bishop Tripp to issue a decree suppressing the current times of Masses and authorising the new times. I will be recommending that there be no change until after Christmas, with the new times taking effect on Sunday 5 January 2003, obviously there would be no Saturday evening Mass the night before on 4 January 2003.

There is no ideal time at which to schedule a Mass. The times that were proposed were the result of long discussions at the Parish Council, who attempted to accommodate as many people as possible. I have received recommendations from a few people on alternative times for the morning Masses. I think the concern is that 9.30am is too early and 11.30am is too late. The reason for leaving a longish gap between the end of one Mass and the beginning of another is to give people the opportunity to socialise after Mass and chat to the priest etc. My intention is to offer confessions before each Sunday Mass enabling those who can only get to Church once a week to have access to what is a most powerful sacrament at transforming lives. There would also be time to offer the Sacrament of the anointing of the sick, the great sacrament of healing, to those in need. Therefore, what I propose is that next Sunday there be one final consultative vote just on the single question of the times of the two morning Masses, the Sunday evening Mass being now fixed at 5.00pm.
