You will recall that our family action group have been encouraging people to write to the Peers who have been debating the sexual Offences Bill. There have been many objections to the Bill, in particular clause 74, permitting sexual acts in public toilets and gardens. As a result of letters and complaints the government have now dropped clause 74. There is however, one other clause, 52, which is of great concern. This clause permits the taking of indecent photographs of 16 & 17 year olds and allows the photographer to possess the pictures so long as consent has been given. For more information please contact Tom Morrell on: 020 8390 – 3403 or at family.action@tiscali.co.uk
parish building work

I have now submitted a planning application to Kingston Council for a small vehicular crossover onto the Church site leading to a small car park in front of the hall. This is essential for two reasons. Firstly, we need access to the site for the repairs, maintenance and renovation of the Church. Secondly, we need car-parking facilities, particularly for the elderly and disabled. I am interested to hear people’s views. I do not envisage any of the trees being removed or the shrubbery around the edges.

gift aid

Gift aid is a scheme whereby donors, who must be UK taxpayers, sign a declaration allowing the parish to claim back the tax on the money given. For example, if you give £10 in the collection the parish can claim back from the government a further £2.80! By signing a gift aid declaration, you are not committing yourself to giving a fixed amount every week. This week you may give £10 next week £20 etc. It is entirely up to you.

Three things are required for us to be able to claim the tax:

1 You must be a UK taxpayer

2 You must complete a declaration

3 We must be able to prove you gave us the money.
