Fr John Kilmartin  FDP


Many people will remember Fr John Kilmartin from the Sons of Divine Providence who is working in Boston. He has often said Mass here at St Raphael’s when home on holiday. Please remember him in your prayers as he is unwell and needs to have a serious operation.  





Fr Vincent is leading a Parish pilgrimage to Fatima this weekend. This is the first 


parish pilgrimage for many years.





In 1917 Our Lady appeared to three children on the 13 day of each month from May 


to October. She begged people to come and do penance and say the Rosary to bring 


peace to the world and she promised to perform a miracle on the 13 October so that


all would believe. 





On the 13 October, in front of a crowd of some 60,000 people, the Sun dimmed so 


that all could look at it clearly, it then span in the sky and plunged towards the earth 


causing terror in the vast crowd who thought the end of the world had come. At the 


last moment it returned to it’s normal place in the sky.





Pope Pius Xll had great devotion to Our Lady of Fatima. He was consecrated a bishop 


on the 13 May 1917, at the same moment that Our Lady appeared to the children


for the first time. He said ‘The time for doubting Fatima has long passed’.





Pope Paul Vl visited Fatima in 1967 he said he came as a pilgrim for peace.





Pope John Paul ll has visited Fatima three times. He was shot on the 13 May 1981, the anniversary of the first apparition of Our Lady and believes it was through her that he survived the attempt on his life. He sent one of the bullets that he was shot with to the shrine and it is now in the crown on Our Lady’s Statue. On 13 May 1982 he went to Fatima to publicly give thanks to our lady for saving his life. He went a second time 1991. On the 13 May 2000 he made his third trip this time to beatify the two younger children, Jacinta & Francisco, who both died as Our Lady had told them, shortly after the apparitions. While he was there he again met Lucia, the eldest of the three visionaries who is  a Carmelite nun in Spain.





While he is there, Fr Vincent will offer Holy Mass for the whole parish and remember us all when he visits the Capelinha, the spot where Our Lady appeared to the three children.
