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MENTAL CAPACITY BILL (MCB)

The Mental Capacity Bill is due to have its Second Reading shortly. There are
three leading amendments — among others - to fight for. You may contact our
MP on one or all of the points, selecting whatever makes you feel the most
comfortable:

1. It is imperative that as many people as possible either telephone or
write asking for an amendment to Clause 60 to ensure that the definition
of treatment excludes food and fluid to prevent patients from being
deliberately killed by dehydration & starvation. A High Court Judge
recently ruled that the withdrawal of food and fluid was unlawful in some
cases - thus substantiating the consistent fears of the Catholic Bishops and
pro-life parliamentarians that the Mental Capacity Bill in its present form
could enable non-voluntary euthanasia. The Judge also referred to the
suffering of patients caused by dehydration and starvation. Contact our
MP underlining the suffering caused to patients when food and fluid is
withdrawn. Ask him/her to speak in the Second Reading debate or to
support MPs who do speak in favour of such an amendment.

2. A clause needs to be inserted making it clear that the Bill gives no
statutory authority to decisions made with intent to hasten death. Such a
clause would make it crystal clear that the Bill does not permit euthanasia.

3. An amendment is needed to make it clear that 'best interests’ refers to
the patients’ physical well-being. Otherwise decisions that are clearly
contrary to the patient’s medical or clinical best interests but reflect other
persons’ “wishes and feelings” might be made. The Scottish Adults with
Incapacity Act is stronger on this point and refers to the patient’s “benefit”.
