the parish finance committee

Last Wednesday I met with the previous finance committee & would like, there being no objections from the parish, to appoint a new committee for a maximum period of one year renewable. The proposed members are: Patrick Flynn, Peter Tull, Michael Seviour & Neil ward. Patrick Flynn has also kindly agreed to continue as our parish accountant. Every year there will be an independent audit of the accounts.

Unlike every other parish group, such as the parish council, the finance committee is mandatory under canon law (those laws promulgated by the Holy Father and binding throughout the whole Church). Canon 537 states that the purpose of the committee is to help the parish priest in the administration of the goods of the parish. The canon neither specifies the number of members or how often the committee should meet. Like the parish council, the parish priest is not a member, as its purpose is to assist and advise him. Hence, it cannot meet without his knowledge and consent.

Members are freely appointed by the parish priest and can be removed by him for a just reason.

In canon law, every parish is an autonomous juridical person with the right to acquire, retain and administer temporal goods. This principal is derived from the Church’s social teaching. The parish priest acts in the person of the parish in all temporal matters and so is regarded as the steward of the goods of the parish. He is of course answerable to the diocesan bishop, who can set guidelines (norms or laws), which the parish priest must follow. Naturally, as part of the diocese and the whole Catholic Church we must never become too inward looking or parochial but be guided by the bishop.

In reviewing the usage of our parish goods, which we will be doing over the next few months, it is important for us to remember the purpose of such goods, which canon law identifies as being principally: Divine worship, fitting support for the clergy, the works of the apostolate (catechesis, justice & peace, evangelisation etc) and of charity, especially the poor & needy. It is an obligation on every Catholic to support the work of the Church and particularly their parish. It is the duty of the parish priest to safeguard and use wisely all parish goods and assets and keep the people informed.

My intention is to meet regularly with the finance committee. They will have full access to all transactions carried out in the name of the parish. They will be consulted on all items of major expenditure. If the expenditure is both major and affects the stable patrimony of the parish in a substantial way (e.g. sell land or a house etc), then the parish will be consulted, together with the diocesan finance committee and of course the blessing and if need be the permission of the diocesan bishop will be sought.

As with most parishes, the lands and goods, which we today enjoy, came from the generosity and sacrifices of our brothers & sisters in Christ many years ago. Many people continue the custom of remembering the parish in their last will, for example. You and I have a duty in gratitude to pray for those who have given us so much. We should also pray that in our age we will be open to the guidance and promptings of the Holy Spirit, and use all that has been entrusted to us, for the glory of God and the mission of the Church. Yes, in every age Catholics must hear the call of Christ, courageously respond and witness in love. St. Raphael, pray for us.
