                                 Our Lord to St Margaret Mary Alacoque in 1675 who was a nun of the Visitation order. Whilst making a Holy Hour before the Blessed Sacrament in the Convent Chapel at Paray Le Monial in France, Our Lord appeared to her  and  lamented the coldness and indifference shown by  men  towards him and asked for the establishment of devotion to his Sacred Heart. The devotion was finally approved by Pope Clement X111 in 1765 who fixed the feast for the Friday following the octave of Corpus Christi. There is  a beautiful statue of depicting the Sacred Heart above the Lady Altar in the church.
