If you are willing to help, then come and have a chat with me after Mass or give me a call. You don’t have to be a great singer or musician (look at some of the modern pop groups!) just be willing to help and enjoy it. Whatever we do for the Lord He always repays us a thousand fold.

Gift aid is a scheme whereby donors, who must be UK taxpayers, sign a declaration allowing the parish to claim back the tax on the money given. By signing a gift aid declaration, you are not committing yourself to giving a fixed amount every week. This week you may give £10 next week £20 etc. It is entirely up to you.





Three things are required for us to be able to claim the tax:





1	You must be a UK taxpayer


2	You must complete a declaration


3	We must be able to prove you gave us the money.
