I would encourage you, rather than just put money in one of the green envelopes at the back of the Church, to make a sacrifice and deny yourself something and place the money you save in the envelope. It might be a pack of cigarettes, a meal or some daily treat. It is particularly important for children to learn the concept of caring about others and giving with a generous and joyful spirit. If that spirit is not present it is better not to give, but be warned each one of us will have to give an account to the Almighty on how much we love our neighbour!
