Q1
Why is marriage so important?

A
Marriage is a natural state freely entered into by a man and a woman. By ‘natural’, I mean it is part of the order created by God. In other words, those who enter into marriage do so in response to a deeply human desire for companionship and a partnership of life and love. This natural community of husband and wife manifest their love through acts of affection and intimacy and in the total giving of themselves to each other. In the physical union of two bodies, the couple share in the act of creating new life. This new life is the visible sign of their love. In order to assist couples in their respective roles of husband and wife, father and mother, Jesus raised the natural state of marriage to a sacrament, thus endowing the couple with all the graces needed to live their vocation. 

Q2
If I wish to marry, what is required of me?

A
A Catholic is bound by Church law to marry in a Catholic Church before a Priest and two witnesses. If a Catholic does not do this, then the marriage would be viewed as not having taken place. If the Catholic party later divorced their partner and then wanted to enter into marriage with another person, the Catholic would have to seek a declaration of nullity on their first irregular union, from a Church court. In this instance, it is a simple procedure because the first marriage was not recognised.

Q3
Is it possible to marry a Christian from another denomination?

A
If you wish to marry a Christian from another denomination, then you need the permission of the parish priest. During your instruction, you will have to promise to do all that you can, within the unity of the marriage, to bring the children up as Catholics. This promise is made in the presence of your intended and with their agreement. 

Q4
Are we permitted to marry a non-Christian?

A
The sacrament of marriage is different to the other sacraments as usually we go to the priest to receive the sacraments. In marriage, it is not the priest (in the Latin Church) who imparts the sacrament of marriage, but the couple who communicate the sacrament from one to another by the exchange of consent. The priest is the official witness to the exchange. The communicating of the sacrament from one to another is only possible if both parties are baptised. So if you marry a non-Christian (someone not baptised) then it would not be a sacramental marriage but a natural marriage, as existed before the time of Christ. As such a union could endanger the faith of the Catholic, (a partner may not allow you to go to Mass or baptise the children) the Church is more hesitant at permitting them. In such a case, the Catholic has to petition the diocesan bishop for a dispensation to marry the non-Christian.

Q5
How old do you have to be to marry in the Church?

A girl can marry when she is 14 a young man 16. This is universal law. As the civil law in England is reasonable, the Church would uphold the civil requirement of 16 with parental consent for both. 

Q6
Are there people who I am not permitted to marry?

A
You can never marry your parents, grandparents, brother or sister.

Q6
What notice do I have to give to get married?

A
A minimum of six months notice.
